When the Vocoder effect is selected, the R input signal is used to create an envelope, and the effect
itself is applied to the L/IMONO input signal. Therefore the microphone (via a microphone amplifier
or mixer) should be connected to the R jack and the keyboard or guitar signal to the L/MONO jack.
When connections have been made in this way, talking or singing into the microphone will alter the
instrument sound according to the voice envelope curve (Vocoder effect).
